Rugby Union Report

On Friday 16th September, Maitland Public School’s boys’ rugby union team travelled to the Hunter Valley Grammar School to participate in the Digby Rayward Shield. Matches were played in two 10 minute halves with ten players on each team with goal kicking (drop goals) allowed. The competition was conducted in a round robin format with schools in two groups, with the top three progressing to the finals.

Game 1 vs Edgeworth

We were up against a strong team to start and Edgeworth ran in three tries early. Clint Warneken made a great run fending off players at will to set up our first try by Dale Anderson who found a massive gap in the middle and ran through untouched. Tysonn Portsmouth nailed the conversion. Edgeworth scored again before half time, and another early in the second half. Brock Portsmouth and Josh Haskins chased down a Callan Burgess kick to force Edgeworth in goal for one of the plays of the game. Unfortunately we couldn’t convert and Edgeworth ran in another four tries before full time. Final score: Edgeworth 51 – Maitland 7. 

Game 2 vs Scone Grammar

In the next game we started strongly with Clint making a long run only to drop the ball over the line in a controversial decision. Scone Grammar consolidated and ran in three tries before half time. Early in the second half, Brock made a try saver down the touch line on a much bigger opponent in one of the plays of the day. Even the microphone announcer applauded it as well as parents from other schools. Scone Grammar scored off the next play and another shortly after. Brock was having a blinder as he made another great tackle, stole the ball and raced 30 metres down the touch line in an enterprising play. Nathan Costelloe bundled a player into touch to deny a try scoring opportunity but Scone Grammar ran in two more tries before full time. Final score: Scone Grammar 45 – Maitland 0.

Game 3 vs Newcastle Grammar

In our last match we had to win to come third and take part in the finals. The boys were pumped out and flew out of the blocks with Clint scoring a try and converting the drop kick. Newcastle Grammar then raced in two tries but the boys kept their heads up with Charlie Houghton making a weaving run up the middle dodging bigger kids in a 30 metre run. Unfortunately Newcastle Grammar scored just before half time to stretch their lead. No points were scored in the second half as the boys kept trying till the end. One highlight was our line out when Tysonn Portsmouth threw the ball over everybody, only for Tyran Ott to pick the ball up and continue down field. Final score: Newcastle Grammar 21 – Maitland 7.

In between our second and third games there was a drop kick competition open to every player. Wil Phillips-Mercer was our standout as he progressed to the third round but narrowly missed that shot. His first two never looked like missing and he was able to get impressive height on the ball.

It was pleasing to see the boys improve in each game and they never gave up against bigger opponents. Unfortunately we didn’t make the finals but the boys enjoyed themselves and played enthusiastically as a team. Many thanks to the parents for their help with transport, supporting and washing the shirts.
