Chicken Pox
We have had a few reported cases made to the school of students with chicken pox. Below is information about the symptoms related to chicken pox from the department of health.

Time from exposure to illness

2 to 3 weeks

Symptoms 

Slight fever, runny nose, and a rash that begins as raised pink spots that blister and scab. Can be more severe in pregnant women and newborns.

Do I need to keep my child home?

Yes, for 5 days after the rash first appears and until the blisters have all scabbed over.

How can I help prevent spread?

Immunisation is available for children over 12 months old. It is recommended for people over 12 years who are not immune.

The Federal government provides up to 50 per cent back on a range of children’s education expenses, such as computers, educational software, textbooks and stationery.
