Today with this newsletter you will receive a Stewart House donation drive envelope. Every year our school supports Stewart House as our number one school charity. What is Stewart House?

Each fortnight, 90 children from across NSW and the ACT arrive at Stewart House, in South Curl Curl, Sydney. Children participate in a 12 day program and attend the Department of Education and Training school that is within the grounds of Stewart House. During their stay students receive free eye, dental and health screening and treatment, develop self-care and conflict resolution skills, learn to relax and overcome anxiety, increase their self-esteem and establish friendships in a safe community. The idea for Stewart House began in 1929 and since then has provided short-term respite care for thousands of public school students. Public school staff, students and community are their main source of income from fundraising.

Cricket Report

On Wednesday, 6th April, Maitland Public School’s boys’ cricket team travelled to Paterson to take on Paterson in the second round of the NSW PSSA Knockout competition. Maitland lost the toss and were sent in to bat. Callum Cross and Clayton Small opened the batting and made a solid opening partnership of 26 runs before Callum was out for 4. Harry Harbrow came in next and he and Clayton took us to drinks 1/39 off 12 overs. During drinks the rain came and we had to sit off for 40 minutes. To make up for lost time, our overs were reduced from 25 to a 20 over match. This meant when we resumed batting we only had 8 overs remaining, so the boys had to go for it. This claimed a few wickets with Harry getting out on 6 and Shaun Casey and Ryan Hadley unfortunately getting out for ducks attempting to increase the run rate. Clayton got out shortly after top scoring with 15. William Mirisch got out towards the end for 4 and Brandt Job and Mat Robertson remained not out for 4 and 1 respectively. After 20 overs, Maitland had scored 6/60, with 22 wides helping our total. Paterson were up to bat next and made a solid start losing their first wicket at 17 with Harry taking a great catch over his head off Shaun Casey’s bowling. At drinks (10 overs) Paterson were 1/27, with the match evenly poised. The rain came back in the fourteenth over but was only brief. After the interruption, Rowan Gibb took two vital wickets, bowling one batsman and Dylan Williams taking a good catch with a wet ball. Rowan ended up with the best bowling figures of 2/5 off three overs. Clayton came back on to bowl and claimed two wickets in three balls, dismissing their opening batsman for 17 and diving to take a return catch off his own bowling. Harry took the other wicket, also bowled. After 20 overs, Paterson scored 6/52. It was a close and entertaining match with Maitland bowling only 15 wides, nearly being the difference in the match. Man of the match: Clayton Small top scoring with 15 runs and taking two wickets. We will play Morpeth in the third round early in term 2. Many thanks to the parents for their help with transport, scoring and washing shirts.

Comes to Maitland

Could Dad lose a few kilos? The Healthy Dads Healthy Kids program is an award-winning weight loss program for dads/stepdads which is funded by Coal & Allied and is coming to Maitland. The program covers the 9 best weight loss tips for men, so dad can shed some unwanted kilos (without having to eat like a rabbit). In 2009, dads in Newcastle lost almost 9kg on average by joining the program.

Healthy Dads, Healthy Kids will give dad new ideas for spending active, quality time with the kids and advice on how to get kids eating well without creating a battleground at the dinner table. Healthy Dads, Healthy Kids involves 4 dads-only sessions and 3 dads & kids sessions across 12 weeks. All sessions are in the early evening and will only cost you some time (and potentially a few kilos!).

Many dads who have been through the program recommend it, with one dad commenting “I cannot recommend this program enough. It has probably added years to my life expectancy, but probably more importantly it has added immeasurably to my quality of life and my family’s. Healthy Dads, Healthy Kids works.”
