The Federal government provides up to 50 per cent back on a range of children’s education expenses, such as computers, educational software, textbooks and stationery. For the 2010 – 2011 tax year refunds may be as much as $397.00 for every child at primary school, and up to  $794.00 for every child at secondary school.
