Whooping Cough

There have been cases of Whooping Cough at the school. The Health Department gives the following advice:
Time from exposure to illness 

7 to 20 days.

Symptoms

Starts with running nose, followed by persistent cough that comes in bouts.

Bouts maybe followed by vomiting and a whooping sound as the child gasps for air.

Do I need to keep my child home?

Yes, until the first 5 days of a special antibiotic have been take.

How can I help prevent spread?

Immunisation at 2, 3, 6 and 18 months and 4 years of age. A special antibiotic can be given for the patient and close contacts.

Unimmunised contacts may be excluded from child care until the first 5 days of a special antibiotic has been taken.
