Maitland won the toss and chose to bowl. We got off to a brilliant start with Ryan Hadley and Shaun Casey bowling batsmen in the second and third overs. Morpeth then steadied the ship and at drinks (12 overs), they were 2/35. After drinks Rowan Gibb came on to bowl and took two wickets. Harry Harbrow took a confident catch as the wicket keeper and Rowan bowled the other batsman. The last wicket to fall was a run out, with Adam Ridgway remaining composed off his own bowling. He ran the ball to the stumps and threw them down before the batsman reached his crease. At the end of 25 overs, Morpeth made 5/73. After a quick break, we started the run chase slowly and carefully as Morpeth’s opening bowlers were quite accurate. Comes to Maitland

Could Dad lose a few kilos? The Healthy Dads Healthy Kids program is an award-winning weight loss program for dads/stepdads which is funded by Coal & Allied and is coming to Maitland. The program covers the 9 best weight loss tips for men, so dad can shed some unwanted kilos (without having to eat like a rabbit). In 2009, dads in Newcastle lost almost 9kg on average by joining the program.
