Kindergarten 2011

New Hall
Last week I was given the keys to the school’s new hall and canteen. I have asked Mrs Henderson to leave the doors open so that parents may enter the hall to have a  look.

Air Conditioning

There was a report in last week’s Maitland Mercury that contained some inaccuracies. No child has fainted or reported to the office as being sick from the heat. During times of extreme heat the school puts in place strategies that help students and staff deal with the unpleasant weather. The three classrooms that do not have air-conditioning are able to move to air conditioned rooms when the heat of the day makes it difficult to stay in their rooms.

Air conditioning has been placed in 13 rooms by the Department of School Education. This also involved a major electrical up grade. In addition, one room was air-conditioned using school funds as was the staffroom and office. The P&C has paid for the placement of air conditioning in one room.

Last week we cancelled the use of the paddock and opened the air-conditioned computer room for children to go during lunch. Where teachers could they returned to their rooms at lunchtime and allowed children to be in their air conditioned rooms during lunch. All children are encouraged to bring drink bottles o school and have them on their desk to drink from throughout the day. Teachers moved out of classroom activities to the morning period.
At both assemblies last week I spoke to students about the importance of behaving appropriately during times of extreme heat and offered suggestion of the sorts of things they can do to try keep cool. I also spoke to the staff about monitoring all children in their class for heat stress.

The School has two Covered Outside Learning in Areas (COLA) and our many large trees provided a great deal of shade.

Hopefully we have seen the last of the extreme heat but please be aware that the school places great emphasis on the welfare of all member of the school community.

Voluntary School Contribution Fund

The VSC has been set at $35.00 per student, up to a maximum of $75.00 per family. I would ask that parents pay this within the next week as the book packs will be distributed to classes this week. The pack contains all the books and stationary that your child will need. We have found this to be most worthwhile way of covering these expenses. Thank you for your assistance.

TORPEY FAMILY FRENCH ADVENTURE

Starting School - Part 1 

As anyone who has had a child start school will know, it can be hard. As anyone who has had a child who moved schools will know, that is usually harder. So it should be no wonder on the night before our children's first day at their new school in France, and they don’t speak French, that there were tears. Lots of tears. 
Our youngest girl has just turned seven, our eldest girl thirteen and three boys in between. Questions were asked that were hard to answer, mostly because they involved phrases like "why did we have to move to France?'" and "why can't we just go home?" and "what are we doing here anyway?". We gave answers like "we are having an adventure", "because we thought it would be fun" (wrong answer) and that pearler "you'll thank us when you're older" (what the...?). Our daughter sobbed hysterically, cried and cried, thrashed around on her bed and yelled at us. What made this all the worse was it wasn't our littlest, but our 13 year old. B was so distraught our real baby girl walked up and down on the landing "shu shu shuing" the doll she had over her shoulder and patting it on the back as the doll was "upset by B's crying". God, it was a child psychologists field day. There was little we could say or do. In the end she cried herself out and fell asleep. We may have felt the tiniest hint of doubt about our move, but dared not show it to anyone for fear of a mutiny. After all, our 13 year knows how to use a credit card and the internet - and has her Qantas Frequent Flyer login memorized. 

The big day in question dawned clear and cold - and dark. As we trudged to school M asked where the sun had gone, and as we approached the school gates at 7.45 (yes, school starts at 8) the temperature reached a balmy minus10 degrees. Alas, despite the big first day nerves, carefully selected clothes and B's beautifully straightened hair, it turned out our two eldest couldn't start at their school that day. They need to go to a nearby big town and sit an exam that will determine which grade they will be in. B has already made it clear she will NOT, under ANY CIRCUMSTANCES be placed in the same grade as her younger brother Curly. So they didn't start and are still hanging around the house like the bored adolescents that they are. Even B is looking forward to going to school now she is so bored.

The three littlies, on the hand, did start. After our failed attempts at getting the big ones into school it was a relief to meet the Director of L’école élémentaire who seemed to know all about us and the fact that we were starting our children there that day. The Director was hard to miss - he was the scarf wearing French man standing in the middle of the play ground smoking - directly under the 'No Smoking' sign. In turn, F and H were introduced to their classes and their French speaking teachers welcomed them, briefly greeted us, said au revoir - then shut their doors in our faces. Fairly certain there is no parent reading groups - or any other parental involvement - in French classrooms. The people we spent any real time with were the lovely ladies who run the lunch room - Silvie and Catie. They chatted to M, who was introduced to them before being taken to her class, asking what she liked to eat and telling her they were going to make a great lunch for her. A least, I think that's what they said. The only thing I really understood was that the ladybirds printed on the pretty vinyl tablecloths covering the lunch table are called coccinelle (cox-e-neal) in French. 

Then it was M’s turn. Her teacher looked stern, clearly smokes many, many cigarettes daily and enjoys a wine or seven. She glared a poor child down who dared to get out of his chair to get a better view of M. The class chorused “Bonjour M” in that same unenthusiastic, listless tone of greeting children use all over the world – expect this was in French and hence sounded that much more charming. I undid my hand from hers, bent down to give her a kiss and a last cuddle, and then off M went into class, and we were just two Australian parents standing in the hall of a French school, wondering what on earth we were doing. It was surreal.

And so it began. 

Starting School - Part 2 

The kids dropped off for their first day at school, we drove home in the magical Fiat Panda with the missing muffler (another blog there people, trust me. For those of you who know us - the Volvo rides again!) via the shops. All day, we wondered how it was going. What were they eating? Were they making friends? Would they know how to ask to go to the loo? What to write with? As the school day goes until 5pm here, it was a long time before we could head back up the hill to the school to pick them up. In France parents have to both drop off and pick up at the gate. You are not encouraged to go into the school yard at all. So different to Australia where the afternoon pick up is sometimes the only point of adult human contact in my working day. In Australia, sometimes I would go early just to catch up on gossip and have a laugh. In France, cool looking French people hang out in their cars, usually smoking, until literally the last moment as kids are coming out of the school. Only then will they get out of their cars and approach. 

But we were standing at the gate. Waiting. Waiting. Waiting. Feet freezing. And there they were! Amongst all those little French children were my children. The two boys were smiling, and F was chatting nonstop in English to some boy whom I am pretty certain spoke no English, but looked interested nonetheless. F burst out the gate and declared "The lunch was fantastic! I ate everything" sweeping his arm from left to right like a horizontal karate chop to indicate the vast array of food he had consumed. H followed shortly thereafter and proudly told us he had taught the whole class an incredibly rude swear word, "including the teacher!" I wonder how that will go down when she looks it up in her English-French dictionary tonight.

M was last to arrive, also smiling, and being led along hand in hand with a very confident, messy brown haired, bright eyed little girl. This was the same little girl who had leapt out of her chair in class that morning saying something very fast in French which I could only assume meant that M could sit with her. On the way home in the car M proudly told us she had "8 best friends", but her best best friend, the one who brought her to the school gate, was called Luna. That's moon - in Italian. Unhelpfully, given that we are here to learn French, that was the only new word M learnt all day.

At home over an aperitif of champagne for me, Ricard for The Man and that crazy 'sirop' mix children here drink (no, of course it's not cordial, it's French) for the munchkins, we talked about their day. First subject - lunch. Four courses, starting with soup, followed by some apparently amazing cheesy-pastry-chickeny thing with peas, then cheese of some description and bread and finally juicy pears. F said he looked up at one stage and saw H with the most enormous grin eating his chicken with both hands - a big no no in France. Apparently no one could understand a word that was said to them - F was okay with this and apparently managed with a series of hand gestures, eyebrow raising and English words spoken in a French accent - something he has learnt from his father. H was clearly exhausted and soon started complaining that his writing was the worst in the class - all children here use an amazing cursive style from the time they start school. He became upset when he realized he had been telling everyone all day that he was "Anglais" - English. "But they hate the English" he moaned.

As we were winding up M remembered a book her teacher put in her bag. You should see this thing. It was supposed to be for '5 - 7 ans' (years), but looked like something we might give an advanced reading 8 year old in Australia. I certainly couldn't read it because, of course, it is in French. I think it is about a chicken who goes to the sea. It has a particularly lovely picture in it that confirms, beyond all doubt, that we are in France:

As the evening unfolded and the excitement wore off they became a bit less enthusiastic. The more tired they became, the worse day was. This was particularly the case when they realised they had to turn around the next day and go back again. By the time they went to bed the whole day had been 'horrible', and they understood 'nothing' and it was 'weird'. We will just have to hang on to the image of three smiling children who burst out of the school gate at the end of their first day. And then get up tomorrow and do it all over again.
