STEWART HOUSE OUT OF UNIFORM DAY

This Wednesday 18 May we are having an out of uniform day to raise money for Stewart House. Students can come to school out of uniform and pay a “fine” of a gold coin to donate to Stewart House.

WHAT IS STEWART HOUSE?

Each fortnight, 90 children from across NSW and the ACT arrive at Stewart House, in South Curl Curl, Sydney. Children participate in a 12 day program and attend the Department of Education and Training school that is within the grounds of Stewart House. During their stay students receive free eye, dental and health screening and treatment, develop self-care and conflict resolution skills, learn to relax and overcome anxiety, increase their self-esteem and establish friendships in a safe community. The idea for Stewart House began in 1929 and since then has provided short-term respite care for thousands of public school students. Public school staff, students and community are their main source of income from fundraising.

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Straw Tower Competition

On Thursday 12 May, five students from 4H went to the Newcastle Basketball Stadium for the 2011 Hunter Central Coast Innovation Festival “Straw Tower Competition”. This competition was open to year 4 students only. Dale Anderson and Joshua Haskins were in one group and Hamish Teasdale, Alexander Chenhall and Jeremy Mackney were in another group. The boys had to build a straw tower in their own time that had to be a minimum of 500mm high, weigh less than 60grams, have a flat top platform no more than 70mm x 70mm and the construction joints had to be epoxy or glue only. Josh and Dale’s tower managed to hold 6.2kg and this placed the boys third. Hamish, Alex and Jeremy’s tower held a staggering 14.7kg which set a new record surpassing the previous total of 12.5kg. The boys won the competition over 20-30 other participants. Hamish, Alex and Jeremy each won an animal kite and each boy received a show bag containing little goodies from Engineers Australia and a participation certificate. This is a fantastic achievement from the boys and the school is mighty proud of them.

Education Tax Refund
The end of the financial year is looming and it’s time to get all your eligible school expense receipts together to claim the Education Tax Refund (ETR). The Federal government initiative provides up to 50 per cent back on a range of children’s education expenses, such as computers, educational software, textbooks and stationery. For the 2010–11 tax year refunds may be as much as $397 for every child at primary school, and up to $794 for every child at secondary school.
