PRINCIPAL’S Message
Things are getting busier and busier at the moment and it is a credit to our students and staff that things continue along fairly smoothly at this time of year. Please bear in mind that our staff also have all of the 'out-of-class' requirements to fulfil as well, with reports and our end of financial year and
 school planning, so they will be very busy over the next three weeks.


Stage 3 are piloting a new reporting system through Sentral Reports. We wish Jeremy the very best and hope he enjoys his time under the spotlights.


Finally, well done to our students for their acknowledgement, at a couple of events, of Remembrance Day last Friday. It is vital that we retain connections with the past, especially to events that have played such a part in delivering the country and culture we enjoy today. Our students were sombre and respectful and participated in a short ceremony that did acknowledge the deeds of our forefathers very well. Congratulations, all!
