PRINCIPAL’S Message
Congratulations to Angela Winchester and her merry band of Literacy Boost helpers for their work on the Book Fair last week. It was a good experience for the students, gave parents a chance to come along and be part of a school activity and also raised a significant amount of money to support literacy programs in the school. It was a great effort and everyone involved is to be congratulated. The Literacy Boost committee does a great job for our school and students. They are looking for more members so, if you would like to be involved in school life in a way that doesn't take up a lot of time but that has a big impact, let us know and we will put you in contact with the committee.

What a great time we had last week watching Jeremy Mackney compete in the state final of the Premier's Spelling Bee. Jeremy placed 14th, which was a terrific effort, and spelt all the way through to the seventh round of competition. He certainly impressed his supporters. 16 children travelled to Sydney (with some great help from Sharon Gilbey) and enjoyed the competition first and then a nice walk around Chinatown at lunch before a relaxing drive back to Maitland. It was a terrific day and a great opportunity to show support for a fellow student achieving at a very high level. Our message to students and parents is always to please be a little flexible, enjoy the activity and help us help you in having a great end of year. These are exciting times.
