PRINCIPAL’S Message
Whooping Cough (pertussis)

We have been informed of a case of whooping cough within our school community. Whooping cough is a listed illness under our Infectious Diseases framework and does have a period of exclusion from school for afflicted people. 

Time From Exposure To Illness
7 to 20 days
Symptoms
• starts with a runny nose
• followed by a persistent cough that comes in bouts
• bouts may be followed by vomiting and a whooping sound as the child gasps for air
Do I need to keep my child home?
YES, until the first 5 days of special antibiotic have been taken.
Controlling the Spread of Infection
A special antibiotic may be given to family and people in close contact with the disease. Adults and teenagers are susceptible to the illness as well and may carry the bacteria while exhibiting only mild symptoms.

Power Down
Maitland Public School has a challenge with a difference!

During this week we are challenging all families at our school to abandon small screen recreation (SSR), for the whole week.

What is small screen recreation (SSR)?

Small screen recreation includes things like:

• watching television and DVDs,

• playing computer games (e.g. X-boxes and PlayStations), or

• using computers and the Internet for fun.

It does not include doing any of these things for educational or work purposes.

Recommendations

Australia's physical activity recommendations for 5-12 year olds say that children should not spend more than two hours a day using electronic media for entertainment, particularly during daylight hours.

Why is it a problem?

SSR impacts children’s energy intake and expenditure by: replacing time that would otherwise be spent being physically active, being associated with snacking, and exposing children to advertising for energy-dense foods that are especially prominent during children's viewing hours. Furthermore, evidence suggests that SSR behaviours track into

adulthood (i.e. inactive kids = inactive adults).

In the Hunter New England region we know that:

• >25% of Kindergarten students have a TV in their bedroom

• >50% Year 6 students have a TV in their bedroom

• >65% of primary school students exceed the SSR recommendations

To help support our quest students will be set active homework during week 7.

We will also give out tennis balls to help the “get active” cause.

We hope you and your family have fun with this and succeed with the challenge.

1. Set a good example! Children are more likely to
eat vegies if Mum and Dad are having them.

4. Include a new vegie as part of a favourite meal or

alongside familiar ones.

5. Let kids choose a new vegie they would like to try.

6. Offer raw vegetables before introducing them

cooked. Some kids prefer vegies raw.

7. Share vegie eating tips with other parents.

8. Place a salad or some extra vegetables on the

table at meal time for self-selection.

9. Grate or finely chop vegies into bolognaise sauce,

meat loaves or mild curries/casseroles.

10. Throw a couple of handfuls of baby spinach into

sauces, meat loaves or mild curries/casseroles.
