On Wednesday, March 9, Maitland Public School’s boys’ cricket team travelled to Tenambit to take on Tenambit in the first round of the NSW PSSA Knockout competition. Maitland won the toss and elected to field. Maitland got off to a fantastic start with Shaun Casey picking up three wickets off four balls, in his second over, all of which were bowled. Dylan Williams and William Mirisch were the other wicket takers before drinks, also bowling batsmen, with the score being 5/28 (off 12 overs). After drinks Matthew Robertson picked up two wickets with Harry Harbrow taking a great catch over his head, and Dylan Williams catching the other. Clayton Small took two wickets, one including a great diving caught and bowled, and Ryan Hadley took the last wicket, bowling the batsman. Tenambit were bowled out for 38. Shaun Casey had the best bowling figures, 3/5 off 3 overs, with Matthew Robertson, 2/4 off three overs and Clayton Small 2/2 off two overs being the other bowlers with multiple wickets. Maitland was up to bat next and got off to an excellent start with Callum Cross and Clayton Small opening the batting.
