• Easter parade - Wed. 31/3/10.  Sheet tickets to be provided via the newsletter.  Need egg donations.

• Mothers’ Day Stall - Thu. 6/5/10.  Need to request donations.

• $19,526.29 in bank - $1,500 to go to dance and $2,200 to go to Kindergarten resources.

• $21,248.33 was raised last year (previous year approximately $14,000).

• Thanks to office staff for assisting with uniform orders.
