GENERAL BUSINESS:

· Kim Wheeler presented flyers on the “Good for Life/Good for Kids” campaign.  She is particularly interested in two areas

1. Crunch N Sip – which is an opportunity for kids to have a snack in class to consist of fresh fruit or vegies and water.   There are many advantages to this program including – providing optimum learning with full tummies – and encouraging kids to sit and eat healthy food.
